
     What is a name? It is something that 
we are called by others. It is something 

that identifies who we 
are and to whom we are 
related. Imagine what 
life would be like if 

none of us had names. It would save us 
from those embarrassing moments when 
we meet someone and cannot recall their 
name, but it would make telling people 
apart or picking out someone in a crowd a 
bit more difficult. 
     Now, all of us have English names. 
These are the names that were given to us 

by our parents. They may be in memory 
or honor of someone or simply names that 
our parents liked. 
     Many of us also have Hebrew names. 
These are names used when we had our 
Brit Milah or baby naming. They might 
have been used when we were called to 
the Torah for our Bar or Bat Mitzvah. 
They might appear on our Ketubah-the 
Jewish wedding document-or even on our 
gravestones. 
     However, there are many people who 
never received a Hebrew name. It might 
not have been important to their parents 

or a normal part of their custom. It might 
have been something that was meant to 
happen, but because of the twists and 
turns of life, just never did. 
     On Saturday, Jan. 5, I would like to 
allow those who never received a Hebrew 
name to have the opportunity to get one. 
The Torah portion for this Shabbat is 
Shemot, which is Hebrew for "names"; 
therefore, it is appropriate to set some 
time aside on this morning to deal with 
questions of Hebrew names. As part of 
our Shabbat morning service (10 a.m.), 
we will include a service of 
congregational naming.

Is it really a dilemma?

     Just last evening, I attended a forum 
sponsored by Hadassah Too and Jewish 
Family Service about the "December 
Dilemma." It is the annual discussion of 
how do we in our Jewish families (or 
mixed families) deal with Christmas. 
Ultimately, it boiled down to something 
we all knew in our hearts. It is an issue of 
having a strong Jewish Identity. 
Christmas is like someone else's birthday 
(in fact it actually is the celebration of 
someone's birthday!). It is possible to 
attend someone else's celebration without 
it being our own. Creating Jewish identity 
is about being Jewish year-round. It is 
about creating rituals in your family that 
your children can cherish: Lighting 
Shabbat candles together (even if it is 
early or late to accommodate everyone's 
schedules), doing Tzedakah and Mitzvot 
TOGETHER, volunteer somewhere on 
Christmas day, being involved in what 
your children are doing in Religious 
School (join us Dec. 9 for a family 
program) are all good ways to begin. 
Children learn from their parents. If you 

do not care, neither will they. 
     In the last Religious School 
Committee meeting we decided to 
establish a new policy regarding service 
attendance. Currently, our pre Bar/Bat 
Mitzvah students must attend a certain 
number of Shabbat services (25 to be 
exact) in the year prior to their ceremony. 
Service attendance is important at all 
ages, not suddenly at the age of 12. To 
that end, we are asking those students in 
Religious School to now attend services 
as part of their curriculum. Once a month 
or five  times over the rest of the year is 
all we are asking for this school year. A 
record of attendance form will be kept 
outside the Religious School office for 
parents to sign each time they are here 
with their child/ren for services. 
     Last year we started providing snack 
for purchase on Tuesdays before school 
and during break. This has worked well 
for the most part, but there have been 
some concerns of late. Please speak with 
your children about their purchases. Yes, 
we do offer candy and cookies, but also 
pretzels and fruit cups. Students will only 
be allowed to purchase one of two items a 

day from now on. This will ensure that 
everyone has a chance to make a purchase 
and we will not have to worry about too 
much food (before dinner) or sugar 
(during class). I appreciate your help in 
this matter. 
     Lastly, we are hoping to offer a Red 
Cross Community First Aid and CPR 
class at the school for teachers and any 
interested congregants. If you are a Red 
Cross Trained Instructor or know 
someone who is, please let me know. We 
are trying to find a way to keep costs 
down, and providing our own instructor is 
one of those ways.

     Chanukah begins at sundown on Dec. 
9.  Here is a recipe for your family to try 
this month. 

Sufganiyot 
This jelly doughnut is an Israeli 
Chanukah treat that has become 
increasing popular in the United States. 
The oil in the recipe symbolizes the 
miracle of Chanukah, where a single jug 
of oil, enough for only one day, lit the 
temple menorah for eight days.  The 
sufganiyot also symbolizes the meeting of 
Eastern and Western cultures.  The fritter 
is of Sephardic origin while the sugar 
topping and jelly filling are part of the 
Chanukah tradition of European 
immigrants, who celebrated Chanukah 

with glazed doughnuts filled with apricot 
jelly. 
¾ cup milk (orange juice or water can be 

substituted) 
¼ lb. Margarine 

¼ cup sugar 
2 packages of dry yeast 

3 cups flour 
2 eggs 

a pinch of salt 
oil 

powdered sugar 
jelly such as apricot or raspberry 

      
     In a saucepan combine milk, 
margarine and sugar, heating until 
melted.  Cool the mixture to 

lukewarm.  Add the yeast, stirring until 
dissolved.  Combine flour, eggs and salt 
with yeast mixture. Knead until the dough 
has a smooth texture.  Over with a clean 
cloth and let the dough rise for 30 
minutes.  Punch down and roll out dough. 
     Cut into circles with a small glass.  Set 
aside the circles and allow them to rise for 
another 30 minutes.  Drop the dough into 
hot oil, fry until golden brown.  Drain on 
paper towels.  When cool, inject each 
fritter with jelly using a pastry tube. 
Finish with a sprinkle of powdered 
sugar.  Yields about 2 dozen doughnuts. 
     And don't forget the latkas and 
applesauce.
